May meeting! Rencontre de mai!

The May meeting had a number of announcements about the upcoming
activities of the OBS, including the intermediate workshop with David
Easterbrook of May 29. The meeting in June will be held on Saturday, June 12.
This should be a well-attended workshop where you can bring your own tree
and work on it under the guidance of one the senior OBS members. If you have
some rough material and you don't know what to do with it, or something
almost finished and you need a second option, then this is an excellent
opportunity to get some advice. In conjunction with this June meeting we will
have the Annual General Meeting, so even if you don't attend the workshop,
please come by a bit early to view the progress of the trees being worked on
and then attend this important meeting. The steering group is firming up plans
for the annual show at the Japanese Embassy on September 11 and 12. We are
also looking into possible summer activities such as trips to nurseries. We will
report on this in next month’s newsletter.

Two trees were simultaneously styled during the May meeting. They were both
collected three years ago during a trip to Kamouraska. Before styling began
there was some lively discussion regarding the different options for both of
these trees. Yvon Bernier, with the black spruce, decided that he would keep
three options open for the future after cutting away the lower branches to form
a literati. Next spring he will make the final decision and make the final cuts as
well as re-pot into a drum shaped pot. Vianney Leduc had a large upright cedar
with a good bit of foliage. This required heavy wiring on the branches so they
could be moved into new positions. Although Vianney had a clear idea when
he started that he wanted a slanted informal upright, we may see this tree as a
cascade in the future. It will be exciting to follow the progress of both these

trees in future years!

Our meetings are held at Building #72 at the Central Experimental
Farm. Heading south on Prince of Wales, at the traffic circle at the
intersection of the N.C.C. Scenic Drive and Prince of Wales, the major
entrance to the Experimental Farm and the Arboretum, exit east into
the Arboretum. After a very short distance, where the road divides,
turn left to Building #72 which will be down a short distance on your
left. There is parking just before or just after the building. The
entrance is on the street side (east side) and there is a sign reading
“Friends of the Farm”.
